Wife Battering

In the U.S., 20 to 35 percent of all wives are battered by their
husbands.

A cycle of violence: tension building stage — acute battering
stage — loving contrition stage

The perpetrators

Perpetrators

* Abusive husbands come from all social classes, but more come

from the lower class and their education levels tend to be
lower than nonabusive husbands.

* Abusive husbands are generally aggressive in nonfamilial
behavior.

* Many were brought up in violent families where they
witnessed wife battering or were themselves abused.




The Victims

* Abusive wives are no more likely to come from abusive
families than nonabusive wives.

* Several studies suggest abusive wives often come from more
education than their husbands.

 Sufferings: physical suffering as well as fear and anxiety,
depression, feelings of helplessness and guilt, sleeplesscness
and nightmares.




Theories of wife battering

* Feminist theory
* Sociocultural theory
* Psychological theory




Feminist theory

* Men batter women to gain or maintain power over them.

* The patriarchal nature of our society leads men to expect to
dominate and control women.

 Research indicates that battering is most likely when men’s
power or dominance in the family is threatened.




Sociocultural theory

* Aggression is used as a technique of resolving conflicts and
controlling the behavior of others.

* The culture’s laissez-faire attitudes toward violence promote
wife battering by reducing inhibitions against aggression.




Psychological theory

* Pathological defects of husbands — little support. Abusive
husbands are not “crazy.”

* Social learning theory — wife battering is learned through
modeling.

Rape

* The perpetrators: Rapists are nearly all men. Most of the men

are young and a considerable number (30~60 percent) are
married.

* Rapists can be found in all social classes, but those who are

apprehended are disproportionately lower class, unemployed,
and low in educational attainment.




Three types of rapists

* Power rapists: rapists who assert masculinity by coercing
victims into sex

* Anger rapists: rapists who use more force than necessary to
coerce victims into sex. They act out of rage and anger in an
attempt to hurt and debase victims.

* Saddist rapists: rapists torment, maim, and murder victims.




Victims

* Women of all ages are raped, but the highest
percentage of rape victims are between the
ages of 15 and 25.

* Males are the victims in about 5% of the
cases (in these cases the perpetrators are
generally male as well)

* Minority and poor women are the most likely
to report being raped.

* The most frequently reported occupation of
rape victims is student.




Date Rape

* One factor that contributes to date rape is that
males do not interpret sexual interactions in the
same way as females.

* Whether the situation was defined as rape
depends on how far the sexual interaction
progresses and on how much force the male
uses.

* Legally, however, “no” at any stage means “no,”
and sexual intercourse after veral resistance or
any other kinds of resistance constitutes rape.

Aggression/situation/target model

* The aggressor: aggression is particularly likely
if the person has previously learned to
respond with aggression in this type of
situation.

* Situation: stressful environmental conditions
can increase aggression. Stress increases
negative arousal, which can transfer to
situations in which provocations occur and
then amplify aggressive responses.




Television and aggression

* Does watching violent television programs lead
to modeling aggression?

* Violence on television does lead to aggressive
behavior in children and teenagers who watch
the programs. . .Not all children become
aggressive, of course, but the correlations
between violence and aggression are positive.

* It appears that violent movies desensitize
viewers to the suffering of others, as well as
teaching them techniques of aggression.
