Solomon E. Asch 1907 - 1996

e Solomon E. Asch was a pioneer of social psychology.
Born in Warsaw, Poland, on September 14, 1907, he
came to the United States in 1920 and received a Ph.D.
from Columbia University in 1932. His mentor there,
Max Wertheimer, was an important early influence as
Asch explored gestalt, relation-oriented approaches to
perception, association, learning, thinking, and metaphor.
His principal faculty appointment was at Swarthmore
College, where he spent 19 years working with a group
of psychologists that included Wolfgang Kohler.
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(In the classic experiments of Solomon Asche, subjects
were induced to misjudge the relative length of lines (a
task that should be a matter of objective judgment) by
pressures to agree with the erroneous judgments of
confederates of the experimenter.)
